For your Spanish project, you will write a brief story. You will be graded on both the written product and oral presentation. Your written product must be typed or written legibly. Drawings must be neat and colorful. Your oral presentation should be memorized and must last between one and two minutes.
Use your vocabulary packets and notes to help you prepare. You may also use a Spanish-English dictionary (if you do not have one, www.spanishdict.com is a useful website), but it is always best to use the vocabulary you already know. You must record any words that you needed to look up (not to exceed 10 words) on a separate sheet of paper, which will be turned in with your project.  Do not use online translators. Copying work from online translators is considered a form of cheating and will result in a zero. Furthermore, they are extremely inaccurate and unreliable. 
You will have very little time in class to work on this project. We will devote some class time to getting started, peer editing, conferences and rehearsing. There is no excuse for handing in the project late. If for any reason you cannot print it out, you may email it to me (jcarroll@swregional.org). Do not wait until the last minute to start this project!

8th Grade Project Option #2:

En un restaurante

The dialogue should be evenly divided between the participants (no more than 3 per group). Your written product must be typed or written legibly. Your oral presentation should be memorized and must last between one and two minutes.

You must record any words that you needed to look up (not to exceed 10 words) on a separate sheet of paper, which will be turned in with your project.  Do not use online translators.
