Extra Credit Assignment Options
Any of the following can be completed for extra credit during the marking period.  You may submit up to two assignments. Please speak to me to receive any necessary information about the extra credit project prior to completing it. Have fun!
1. Read a newspaper or magazine article that is written in Spanish. Write a brief description about what the article is reporting, discussing, or advertising.

2. Write a brief description of a television program that you watched in Spanish. Include the date, time, and channel of the program. Please note that Dora the Explorer does not count.
3. Bring in a recuerdo (souvenir) from a Spanish speaking country and describe it to the class. Be prepared to answer questions about the souvenir.
4. Make a crucigrama (crossword puzzle) using vocabulary from a recent unit.
5. Make a drawing and label it completely using vocabulary from a recent unit or vocabulary we have not learned that you would like to teach to the class (ex: musical instruments, sports, activities, etc).
6. Draw a map of a Spanish speaking country and label it. Include major cities, bodies of water, mountain ranges, and bordering countries.
7. Write a one page report about a famous musician or artist from a Spanish speaking country. Include where they were born, famous songs or works of art, and some interesting facts about their life. Please list where you found the information. Don’t plagiarize!
8. Find a poem in Spanish that you can read to the class and interpret.
9. With a friend, write a dialogue involving vocabulary you learned in a recent unit. Perform it for the class.
10. Draw (no copying and pasting clip art) a flag of a Spanish speaking country. Give a brief description about how the flag was designed and why the colors/symbols were chose. Please list where you found the information. Don’t plagiarize!
11. Eat a Spanish food that you always wanted to try (not Taco Bell). Bring in proof that you ate it (a picture of you eating it, a receipt, etc.) and describe to the class the ingredients, taste, what country it comes from and where it can be sampled.
12. Bring in pictures of a Spanish speaking country you have visited and share your experiences with the class.

13. Write five Spanish trivia questions (for which you know accurate answers). Ask the class and be prepared to answer them if no one knows the answers.

14. Create a collage that fills a piece of construction paper completely. Include pictures of things that represent Spanish culture. Be prepared to explain what the pictures represent.
15. Do you have a family member that is of Spanish origin and has lived in a Spanish speaking country? Set up a mutually convenient visit between them and your teacher to visit your class to talk about their life experiences and to answer questions for the class.
